We were especially grateful that Muga, a Banna
church leader studying at the Evangelical Theological College in Addis Ababa, took
one day to work with us during his Christmas break. As a result, we have found a
more natural way to express “hope” in the Banna language. It has taken Banna Translator Ayke's
some time to find and revise all the passages referring to hope. | never Three Youngest with Bark
realized before how often it is referred to in the New Testament! The hope
of the Gospel is the only real hope available to us. All other hope is merely wishful thinking.

Most people lost their sorghum crop due to excessive rain, but there
was a good crop of corn. Praise God with me for answered prayer
concerning the needed rain, and thank you for praying.

The Jesus Video in the Banna language was shown publicly for the
first time the evening of January 7t (Ethiopian Christmas). The next
day, a young man approached the church elders, ready to put his faith
in the Lord Jesus Christ who suffered so much to bring us hope.
